The plants progressively spread 
as backyard plantings for quite a 
while after remaining as a simple 
garden curiosity.

During the 18th century, 
commercial coffee plantations 
were established as a result of 
British entrepreneurs being 
able to conquer the hostile 
terrain of south India. Since then, the Indian coffee industry has 

advanced quickly and established itself as 
a distinctive player on the global coffee 
map. In ecologically vulnerable areas of 
the Western and Eastern Ghats, India's 
coffee is cultivated in dense natural 
shade. These areas are also considered as 
one of the top 25 hotspots for 
biodiversity. Coffee plays a key role in 
maintaining the region's distinctive 
biodiversity and is also responsible for 
the socioeconomic growth in such 
remote, hilly areas.

The International Coffee Organization 
(ICO) was established in 1963 under the 
aegis of the United Nations and following 
the approval of the first International 
Coffee Agreement in 1962. The ICO is the 
only intergovernmental organization for 
coffee, bringing together exporting and 
importing Governments. It currently 
represents 93% of world coffee production 
and 63% of world consumption.
